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Abstract

The Proceedings for the 16th ISARS will be published as a USB for distribution to conference registrants. A full paper copy of the proceedings will be available for $75, payable at the time of registration. Authors should submit the extended abstract electronically in PDF – portable document format – only by using the abstract submission system at the ISARS 2012 website.  

The remainder of this document consists of guidelines for preparing the electronic copy of paper submissions.  
Authors may choose to manually replicate this format or they may enter text/images/equations etc. into this template to generate the formatted paper. In any case, each submission should resemble these instruction sheets in format and style when completed.  For users of LaTeX software, a set of macros is available on the Web.
The abstract here should be the same as that submitted to the conference website.  

1. General Specifications

All papers should be in English. Papers must be prepared in double-column format  
The submissions may be no longer than 4 pages in length with a file size no greater than 3 MB.  
Do not include page headers or footers in the document.   Do not include page numbers.
2. Page Layout

Paper format should be U.S. letter size (8.5”x11”).  

Columns should be 225 point (3.125” or 8 cm) width with 18 point (0.25” or 0.51 cm) separation.
All margins (top, bottom, left and right) should be 72 points = 1” = 2.54 cm.

For the electronic submission, please ensure that only Type 1 Fonts are used and embedded in the final PDF file.
3. Title and author affiliation

The paper title, author name(s), affiliation(s), complete mailing address, and email should be centered at the top of the first page using the fonts and type sizes indicated in Section 2.   Use superscripts to refer to the individual affiliations.
4. Headings

This document has been typeset in accordance with the style to be followed for the headings.  Use the decimal system in Arabic numerals for the numbering of the headings and subheadings.  Major section headings should be in capitals.
4.1 Subheadings

Subheadings or subsection headings are to be in lower case with initial capitals.  The numbering should be flush with the left-hand margin.  

Authors may use the automatically numbered Heading styles provided in this template or may manually set the heading and subheading numbers.  
5. Equations

Equations should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper with unique numbers for each equation.    The equation number should be in parenthesis, flush with the right-hand margin of the column.  
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6. Figures and tables
Figure captions should be below the figures. Table captions should be above the relevant Tables.  
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Figure 1. Authors may use the figure caption style provided here to keep track of figure numbering and referencing or they may do the numbering and referencing manually.
Responsibility for the inclusion of good quality figures (black and white or color) resides with each author.  Color images will appear as submitted in the USB version of the proceedings but will be printed as black and white in the optional full proceedings.
7. References

Number citations consecutively in square brackets and refer to the reference number as [2], such as “The authors in [2] demonstrated that…”.  It is not necessary to use “reference [2]” except at the beginning of a sentence:  “Reference [2] is the second reference…”  The title of the book or journal shall be in italic script.  The heading for the reference section should not be numbered.
